* The Leaving Certificate Vocational Programme (LCVP) is an

enhanced Leaving Certificate with a vocational dimension.
The programme was introduced in 1994. This is a two-year
programme. It runs in parallel with the standard Leaving
Certificate and is basically an extra programme studied
alongside the standard 7 subjects, an 8th subject if you like.

* The primary goal of the LCVP is to prepare young people for
adult life by ensuring that they are educated in the broadest
sense, with a focus on the practicalities of working life after
school.
